¢ Global equities snapped its five-month winning streak in March. MSCI

ACWI retreated by -3.2%, with developed markets worst hit by this sell
off as both the US and Japan fell 4.0%. Europe was more resilient down
only -1.8%. EMs were able to buck the trend led by China gaining
+3.0% (USD-terms). Fixed Income struggled as well, losing -2.5% as
yields continued higher.

Inflation came in higher than expectations for the third straight month.
US CPIrose 3.5% year-on-year driven by shelter and auto insurance.
Core inflation remained sticky, unchanged at 3.8% year-on-year
compared to the previous month.

Stubborn inflation has kept the FederalReserve (Fed) cautious on
policy and prompted investors to reduce expectations of rate cuts in
2024. From a high of six cuts, market is now pricing in only one cut for
the remainder of the year.

The Fund maintained a neutral duration and slight overweight asset
allocation call versus its benchmark as lower inflation coupled with
resilient macro backdrop increased bets of a soft-landing. The equity
sleeve has beenrecalibrated with a material increase in US and Japan
exposure.

On a gross-of-fees basis, the Fund ended ahead of benchmark year-

to-date due to its overweight in global equities and US growth
exposure.
